VADM Browne has dedicated his career to service to the nation. He served 35 years in the United States Navy
before his retirement in October 2001. His last position was Deputy Commander in Chief of U.S. Space
Command, where he was instrumental in establishing computer network defense as a new mission area across
the Department of Defense. Prior to this assignment, VADM Browne was the Commander of the U.S. Third
Fleet, San Diego, where he directed a $25 million renovation of the fleet's command ship, setting a new
standard for afloat command and control. The Admiral's combat experience includes combat missions over
Vietham as a naval aviator, and Commander of the USS John F. Kennedy during its deployment to the Red
Sea in support of Operation Desert Storm.

During his Naval career, the Admiral received many awards and commendations, including the Defense
Distinguished Service Medal. He has also been recognized for his work with the Intelligence Community, as a
recipient of the National Reconnaissance Office (NRO) Medal of Distinguished Service and the National
Imagery and Mapping Agency (NIMA) Medallion for Excellence. In 2004 he was selected to &€ceThe FEDERAL
1004€- for his support of Government/Industry partnerships.
